DISCOVERY TEXT

1.	 What stands out to you from this passage? 

2.	 In Sunday’s message, Aaron brought up four imbalances that allow spiritual abusers to gain power: (1) 
Charisma over Character; (2) Ends over Means; (3) Earthly king over God’s Kingdom; and (4) Esprit de 
Corps over Spirit of  God. What makes us so susceptible to repeating these errors?

1.	 Have you heard people use the phrase “stand in the gap”? Read Ezekiel 22:27-30. According to this passage, what 
does it mean to stand in the gap?

2.	 Ezekiel 22 warns about corruption and abuse at every level of God’s people, not just at the top. How will 
you guard your own character against corruption?
